Jones called the home the "Old Plantation." When they were married
in the late 1960s and early 1970s, he and Wynette had parties there
and built an outdoor concert venue. Loretta Lynn, Johnny Cash,
Conway Twitty and Charley Pride all performed at the home at one
time or another.
